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Theoretical Thinking in Sociology: Development and Theoretical Dilemmas
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Abstract

Sociology can be identified as the systematic study of human societies, giving special emphasis to modern,
industrialised system. Sociology came into being as an attempt to understand the far-reaching changes that have
occurred in human societies over the past two or three centuries. The changes involved are not just large-scale
ones; they also involve shifts in the most intimate and personal characteristics of people’s lives. Among the
classical founders of sociology, four figures are particularly important: Auguste Comte, Karl Marx, Emile Durkheim
and Max Weber. Comte and Marx, working in the mid-nineteenth century, established some of the basic issues of
sociology, later elaborated on by Durkheim and Weber. These issues concern the nature of sociology and the
impact of the changes brought about by modernisation on the social world. A diversity of theoretical approaches
is found in sociology. Theoretical disputes are difficult to resolve even in the natural sciences, and in sociology
we face special difficulties because of the complex problems involved in subjecting our own behaviour to study.
Perhaps today we are at the beginning of a major new phase of development of sociological theory. The Ideas of
the classic thinkers -Marx, Durkheim and Weber- were formed during times of great social and economic change.
We are now living through a period of global transition that is probably profound and is much more widely felt
across the world. We need to develop new theories to understand the new development which are transforming
our societies today. The theories analysed in this article are among the most contributions to this endeavour.
